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Human Rights Council 
Resolutions

The Human Rights Council is the principal inter-
governmental forum at the United Nations for 
questions related to human rights. Human Rights 
Council Resolutions are a political expression 
of the views of its members on human rights 
issues and issues of particular concern to the 
international community. 

Though they are not legally binding, they are 
a valuable measure of the commitment of the 
international community to a particular issue, 
a reflection of accepted standards, or the 
recognition of certain soft law principles:
